Among the key issues we recognise are the lack of specialised academic outlets and the urgent
need to communicate Ukraine’s archaeology to international colleagues in English. Therefore,
the journal will publish articles in both English and Ukrainian.

Although its
primary focus will naturally be on Ukraine, it will also serve as a platform for research concerning
other regions. The scope of articles may include not only strictly archaeological topics but also
subjects related to history, anthropology, cultural heritage, etc.

In accordance with its core mission, the journal will operate on the principles of transparency
and academic integrity. It will publish only original research that undergoes double-blind peer
review, and all publications will be made openly accessible on the journal’s website.

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The Bondarykha settlement is located 4-5 km southwest of the village of Dibrova, Izium district,
Kharkiv region. This settlement is, in fact, the type-site of the Bondarykha culture of the Late Bronze
Age.

The study of the compositions of ceramic paste was carried out by microscopic analysis of ce-
ramic fractures and comparison with reference samples with known temper concentrations. Traces of
vessel-forming techniques and surface smoothing were visibly preserved on the surface and ancient
pottery breaks. Three distinct recipes for pottery paste were recorded, which relate to the Bondarykha
horizon, filling the pit of the dwelling and its floor.

In some samples correspoding to each paste recipe, it is possible to trace the method of vessel for-
mation — in coils or bundles of 10-20 mm in diameter.

The bases, where visible, are rectangular or rounded in cross-section and lack defined edges. It is
equally common for the base of the walls to be formed from the edges of the base, and for the base of
the walls to be joined by coiling techniques. The vessel bottoms are often bilayered or exhibit wavy
fractures, the latter can be interpreted as the formation of such bases by spiral coiling of clay coild, the
two-layeredness can be explained by careful integration of the vessel body with the base.

Although the collection of pottery from the Bondarykha II settlement shows some variation in
paste recipes, even within the same dwelling, on the one hand. On the other hand, the methods of
vessel formation remain fairly consistent and probably reflect a single, yet flexible, ceramic tradition.
The variation in recipes for pastes may indicate that pottery with different pastes was likely made by
different artisans, who had different specific requirements for paste properties. The presence of sam-
ples with atypical ceramic production methods and unusual additives or paste recipes may indicate
imported ceramics (used either as containers for traded goods or as trade items themselves) between
the inhabitants of the settlement and other populations that may have had different ceramic tradi-
tions or may be locally produced vessels with specialized functions.

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Archaceological research conducted over recent decades in the city of Poltava has expanded the
body of sources for studying pottery craftsmanship, both within the city and in the broader Forest-
Steppe Left Bank region of the Dnipro. Among the notable Rus’ period finds is pottery bearing dis-
tinctive marks on the bases, known as potter’s stamps. This tradition of marking is associated with the
use of a manually operated potter’s wheel, which began in the 9* century, before the introduction of
the fast-rotating potter’s wheel.

Pottery stamps have drawn scholarly attention since the 19% century, who sought to determine
their morphology, semantic purpose, and the development of a typology of the marks. The first at-
tempts to classify potter’s stamps were made by M. P. Kuchera (based on materials from the Plisnesk
archaeological site) and V. D. Gupalo (based on materials from the Carpathians and Western Vol-
hynia). Taking previous typologies and the specific features of the Poltava materials into account,
a unique typology was developed, identifying seven main types of stamps based on common visual
characteristics.

The 2020 excavations expanded the stamp collection in accordance with the aforementioned ty-
pology. Despite the extensive research, the precise function of the potter’s stamps remains unclear.
An analysis of their symbolism allows for hypotheses regarding both practical and religious-symbolic
purposes. The stamps could have served as marks of craftsmen, indicators of quality, or protective
talismans.

Therefore, the aim of this study was to review the new finds of potter’s stamps, analyse their im-
agery, and determine their typological classification according to the typology that will be detailed in
the main body of the work.

The acquired materials expand the source base for studying the archaeology of Poltava and the
entire Dnipro Forest-Steppe Left Bank region, opening up new opportunities for analysing medieval
pottery art and the cultural traditions of the region.

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This article examines the main categories of potential Egyptian imports to the Northern Black Sea
region in the Hellenistic period. Different opinions on the nature of these things are collected and
presented, and the historiography of contacts between Ptolemaic rulers and Pontic centres is analysed
on the basis of archaeological sources. It is emphasized that certain economic contacts, whether direct
or indirect, between Olbia and Alexandria did take place, given the representativeness of the finds and
despite their limited quantity.

The geopolitical changes on the map of Ancient Greece in Hellenistic times had a significant im-
pact on the Northern Black Sea region. Imports from Alexandria to Olbia, whether direct or indirect,
are closely intertwined in historiography with the study of Hellenistic art. In the 3" century BCE, and
possibly slightly later, there were certain economic contacts between these centres, evidenced by vari-
ous categories of artefacts. In general, the Egyptian imports to Olbia have distinctive features. Accord-
ing to the known materials, it is dominated by items associated with cultic practices of the Greeks of
the Hellenistic period (household items of mass consumption are practically unknown). Among
these artefacts, exclusive items are the most common, suggesting that these items were likely expen-
sive. This, in turn, raises the question of the material culture of Olbia’s wealthy social stratum. Hel-
lenistic Egypt certainly influenced the cultural sphere of life not only in the Mediterranean, but also
in more distant regions, including the Northern Black Sea area. It is possible that this could have been
due to the spread of Egyptian cults as part of Ptolemaic foreign policy. These findings demonstrate
the cultural integration of the region into the orbit of Alexander the Great’s empire.

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REPRODUCTION OF THE BAKING PROCESS
IN SCYTHIAN ERA OVEN
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The article describes an experimental reconstruction of the full cycle of bread production in the
Scythian period. The illustrative experiment took place during a field trip of the Student Archaeo-
logical Society to Krylos. The purpose of the experiment was to make authentic loaves resembling clay
miniatures of votive models representing “bread” from the Scythian period.

The experimental process had three stages, which consisted of building a clay oven, firing it, and
baking the loaves. According to archaeological sources, an authentic oven with a horseshoe-shaped
base and two holes for firewood and for smoke removal was built using a mixture of clay, water, straw
and branches for the frame. A stone grain grinder, the elements of which were found in the territory
of the experiment, was created in order to be used during the process.

The process of grinding flour was carried out using found tools, taking 110 minutes to grind
500 grams of grain. A sourdough starter for bread was recreated: flour had been mixed with water for
fermentation, which lasted about two days. Dough was kneaded using the extracted flour. The pro-
cesses were detailed, adjustments were made to the understanding of flour processing. The loaves were
shaped in the likeness of votive models at different stages of oven heating.

The experiment showed that creating finished bread requires not only making the sourdough
starter but also spending about two hours creating flour and building an oven. These estimates apply
assuming two individuals are working and there are necessary materials in the vicinity.

Thus, the study documented the amount of time spent on all stages of the experiment and esti-
mated the manpower required for effective production, as well as the required amount of material
resources needed at each stage of production.

During the experiment, we obtained loaves that were comparable in taste to modern craft bread.
Visually, the votive models were almost identical to the real loaves obtained during the experiment.
Judging by the scientific literature and theoretical research on the form and taste of these flour prod-
ucts, we can conclude that the experiment confirmed the relevance of earlier hypotheses, while allow-
ing for certain refinements made to the details of the process.

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The article presents the Ukrainian finds of knives that originate in the Karasuk culture area. They
are divided into two distinct types in respect to their form: the straight ones and the curved ones. Each
knife is unique, having either one or two sharp blade sides, a pointed or rounded edge, and a distinct
separation between the handle and the blade — or none at all. The closest analogies of these items are
provided as well, coming from the Don and Volga river regions, Central Asia (mainly various regions
of Kazakhstan) and China. The name “Karasuk knives” is considered artificial and is used in a general-
izing manner, as such items are found across a vast territory, far beyond the traditional Karasuk area.
One of the Ukrainian finds is completely unique for the Karasuk material complex, as it is not made
solely of bronze, but once had an iron blade. The discussion regarding the use of the “Karasuk” knives
(mainly whether they could have been used as weapons) is also addressed, as well as the obvious difter-
ences between knives and daggers in the Karasuk culture. Since this culture’s material complex in-
cludes a rich collection of daggers and swords, it is unlikely that the usage of knives as weapons was
widespread among those people. Further evidence for this may be the complete absence of knife de-
pictions on stone stelae, contrasting with other kinds of nomadic weaponry. According to the avail-
able dating, several types and variants of the knives continued to coexist for a long period of time. The
differences in forms may be an indication that the knives had different purposes for those using them.
The presence of such items in Ukraine is further evidence of contact between Eurasian nomads and
the North Pontic region at the end of the Bronze Age and the beginning of the Early Iron Age.

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1. Introduction

In recent years seven bronze knives, which
have analogies within the material complex of
Karasuk culture and its neighbors, have been
discovered in Ukraine. Although other arti-
facts of this culture had been previously
known in the North Pontic region (mainly —
daggers and swords), the knife finds are a first
in Ukrainian archaeology. They were initially
introduced at the “Archaeological Studies:
achievements and prospects 2024” confer-
ence on February 7, 2024. These items — in-
cluding pictures and descriptions — are now
published in English in printed form, along
with the analogies. The list of the latter was
revised and extended, broadening the map
over which such items are distributed.

2. The “Karasuk” knife

To begin with, we should examine what
constituted the so-called “Karasuk” knife.
The name comes from the works of
N. L. Chlenova, who dedicated them to the
finds of bladed weapons of Karasuk culture
(Chlenova 1976). The name itself is rather ar-
tificial, as such finds come from the regions
far beyond the area of the culture in question.
Still, we will proceed to use this name due to
its generalizing nature.

Regarding the appearance of “Karasuk”
knives, these are the bronze items, usually
20-25 cm long, which can be divided into
two types based on form: straight or curved.
Additionally, there are different variants of
“Karasuk” knives: with one (most) or two

sharp blade sides, with pointed or rounded
edge, with definitely separated handle and
blade, or none at all. The differences between
the knife and the dagger of Karasuk culture
should also be noted (Fig. 1). The most obvi-
ous differences are in form and shape. Also
the Karasuk daggers have blades sharpened on
both sides as well as pointy edges. The pom-
mel on most of these daggers is mushroom-
shaped, while knives usually have a ring-

shaped pommel.
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3. Straight knives

Regarding the finds, there are currently
three known straight “Karasuk” knives found
in Ukraine. The knife from the Poltava region
is 22-23 cm long (Fig. 2, I). Its width remains
the same from the pommel to the edge, the
blade and the handle are visually indistin-
guishable. Somewhat in the middle of the
item, closer to the pommel there is a crack,
which could be the result of the damage dur-
ing excavation. The closest analogy of this
knife comes from Anan’ino burial ground in
Middle Volga region and was interpreted by
S. V. Kuzminyh as an “eastern import” of
5% century BC (Kuzminyh 1983, p. 148). In-

terestingly, just like the item from the Poltava
region, this one has a crack in the middle
(Fig. 2, 2). According to the classification of
S. V. Kuzminyh, this knife belongs to N-8
type (Kuzminyh 1983, table LVII, 4).

The knife from the Sumy region is also 22
cm long (Fig. 2, 3). The handle and blade are
of the same width, the transition between
them is invisible. Unlike the knife from the
Poltava region, this one has only one sharp-
ened side of the blade. The edge is rounded.
A similar knife comes from Burial Mound 21
of Uigarak burial ground in Kazakhstan and is
attributed to the 7%-5% centuries BC (Gorelik
2003, table II, 20). The only difference is the
pointy edge of the analogy (Fig. 2, 4). There-
fore, we can assume that the purpose of these
two knives was different as the first one (from
Sumy region) could only slash, while the
second one — from the Uigarak burial
ground) — could also be used for stabbing.

A similar knife (although more developed
in form) was found during the excavations of
a settlement belonging to the Dandybai-Be-
gazi culture near the village of Kent (Central-
Eastern Kazakhstan) (Fig. 2, 5) (Varfolomeev,
Loman, Evdokimov 2017, Fig. 51, I). The
knife is 25,4 cm long, the blade is wider than
the handle (2.2 to 0.4 cm), the mostly straight
back is slightly curved outward (Varfolomeev,
Loman, Evdokimov 2017, p. 26), the blade is
dented at the base, the edge is either rounded
or missing. Based on the analogies from the
Karasuk area, the item is attributed to IX-
VIII century BC (Varfolomeev, Loman, Ev-
dokimov 2017, s. 56). Just like the knife from
the Anan’ino burial ground, this item should
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probably be considered an import from the
Karasuk area.

The third straight “Karasuk” knife from
Ukraine was found in the Cherkasy region
(Fig. 2, 6). Itis approximately 16 cm in length.
The handle is much thinner than the blade,
though both are the same length. Such differ-
ence might be considered the sign of develop-
ment, as this form reduced the risk of the hand
sliding onto the blade. The edge is also round-
ed. The knife of the so-called Kazakhstan type
could be mentioned as the analogy (Fig 2, ).
This one was discovered at the inventory of a
female grave at the Korzhar burial ground of
Dandybai-Begazi culture in Central Kazakh-
stan (Varfolomeev, Dmitriev, Loman 2019,
71, fig. 12, 4). The form generally resembles
the Ukrainian find: wide blade, narrow han-
dle. However, the pommel has a closed semi-
circular form, also only one side of the blade is
sharp. The knife from Korzhar is bigger than
the one from Ukraine: 21.2 cm long, the blade
is 2,8 cm wide, the handle is 1.9 cm wide (Var-
folomeev, Dmitriev, Loman 2019, p. 63).

4, Curved knives

There are currently four curved “Karasuk”
knives which have been found in Ukraine.
The first one, from the Sumy region, has a
rather primitive form, but its pommel is
unique for Ukrainian finds — mushroom-
shaped with a hole. It is 22 cm long, the blade
is curved, sharpened on one side, slightly wid-
er than the handle, making the distinction be-
tween two clear. The blade is dented, which
can indicate regular use of the item (Fig. 3, 1).

Its close analogy comes from the city of Lai-
shevo in Tatarstan (Fig. 3, 2). According to
S. V. Kuzminyh, it was used in the 7"~5 cen-
turies BC — during the establishment of rela-
tions between the Anan’ino culture and no-
madic peoples of Central Asia (Kuzminyh
1983, s. 148). In his classification, it belongs
to the N-10 type (Kuzminyh 1983, table
LVII, 6). Somewhat distant analogies are the
accidental find from the kurgan near An-
dreevka village in Lower Don region (Fig. 3,
3) (Otroshenko 1994, Fig. 35, 2) and the knife
of unknown origin (Fig. 3, 4) (Otroshenko
1994, Fig. 35, 4). The first one overall resem-
bles the Ukrainian item, although lacks a dis-
tinct pommel; instead, the hole is located at
the end of the handle. The second one also
lacks a distinct pommel, and its form is
straighter. It is peculiar that its blade is heavily
dented, much like on the knife from the Sumy
region. There are several other such knives —
“hunchbacked” — in Low Don region, how-
ever, their resemblance to Ukrainian items is
minimal (Otroshenko 1994, Fig. 35, 36). Ac-
cording to V. V. Otroshenko, these knives be-
long to the 9"-8" centuries BC (Otroshenko
1994, p. 114).

The form of the knife from the Khmel-
nytskyi region is obviously more developed
(Fig. 3, 5). It is 16-17 cm long. The blade is
curved, sharpened on one side, clearly wider
than the handle. The sharpened side is dented,
damaged close to the edge, which itself is lost.
The difference in width between the blade and
the handle makes the transition clear, further
marked by a dull abutment. The pommel has
the form of the (cracked) ring with a triangu-

lar roller on the top. Such a feature — a ring
pommel with a decorative element — is seen
on a number of Karasuk daggers, as well as
some knives. In each case the decoration is
unique. The closest analogies for this knife
come from North-Eastern China, where they
most likely appear as the result of nomadic in-
cursions from Central Asia. The closer one is
dated to the 13*"-11* centuries BC. It is quite
wide and has a decorated ring pommel, a dull
abutment, and a dented blade with lost edge
(Fig. 3, 6) (Mounted Nomads of Asian Steppe
1997, Fig. 13). Another knife also has a deco-
rated pommel and a distinct thinner handle
and wider blade. Compared to the item from
the Khmelnytskyi region and the other knife
from China, this one is much thinner. It is at-

tributed to the 6"-5® centuries BC (Fig. 3, 7)
(Mounted... 1997, Fig. 123). By the time of
publishing, both knives had been stored in To-
kyo National Museum.

The knife from the Lviv region features a
pair of symmetrical rings forming a pommel.
Similar knife from China is dated to the 13®-
11* centuries BC (Fig. 3, 8) (Mounted... 1997,
Fig. 16). However, the Ukrainian item could
be more recent, based on a more technologi-
cally refined slotted handle and the more dis-
tinct separation from the blade (Fig. 3, 9).
Alongside this one, the artifact from the Ter-
nopil region should also be noted — the bronze
handle of the knife (Fig. 3, 10). It is generally
difficult to classify this knife as a curved one, as
most of the blade is lost. However, its complete

resemblance to the knife handle from the Lviv
region indicates cultural, chronological, and
consequently, technological similarity. Itis also
important to note that the remaining part of
the blade is made of iron, which currently
makes thisthe only known Karasuk knife to be
made (at least partially) of this metal. In China
the tradition of the pommel in the form of a
pair of rings (as well as the slotted handle) con-
tinues at least until the 6" century BC (Fig. 4,
B) (Mounted... 1997, Fig. 103).

5. Purpose

There is a discussion regarding the place
and role of “Karasuk” knives within the mate-

rial complex. Specifically, whether they can be
considered weapons. The main “pro” argu-
ments include the dimensions of the blade
(length and width), as well as a clear distinc-
tion b the blade and the handle, with an abut-
ment that prevents the hand from sliding onto
the blade. Moreover, it is believed that the
curved form could facilitate slashing attacks
(Gorelik 2003, pp. 10-11). The weakness of
these arguments is quite obvious: modern
kitchen knives (which are not legally classified
as weapons) can be long, wide, curved etc.

There are only two “contra” arguments,
however they are more solid. First of all, Kara-
suk cold weaponry is well represented by dag-
gers and swords, which are more functional
as weapons. Therefore, the existence of an-
other type of weaponry in this context seems
redundant. Secondly, unlike many other
kinds of weapons (aforementioned daggers
and swords, as well as axes, bows etc.) the
“Karasuk” knives are entirely absent from
steppe stone sculptures.

In this discussion it is important to remem-
ber that it concerns a nomadic society, whose
members faced countless, constant dangers.
Therefore the knives may have served as means
of protection (and, circumstantially, tools of
violence) among those who could not afford
more advanced weapons. However, that does
not automatically mean that the “Karasuk”
knife should be classified as a weapon.

6. Context

The question, which is directly related to
the previous one, is the context of the finds.
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Unfortunately, the context is known only for
five of the seventeen knives presented in this
paper — those from the Anan’ino burial
ground (Middle Volga region), Uigarak
(Southern Kazakhstan), Korzhar (Central Ka-
zakhstan), the Kent settlement (Central-East-
ern Kazakhstan), and a burial mound near
Andreevka village (Lower Don region) — in
the last case, the was accidental. Regarding all
currently known “Karasuk” knives, contextu-
al information is available for only a minori-
ty — mostly those found in graves, which al-
lows viewing them as the items of burial ritu-
als. As for the rest, their loss may have occurred
naturally — perhaps during migrations or as a
result of the death or displacement of their
owners, among other causes. In such cases, as
with many other bronze artifacts, archaeologi-
cal context is irretrievably lost.

7. Conclusions

To sum up, the presence of “Karasuk”
knives in Ukraine is further evidence of con-
tacts between the North Pontic region and

Central Asia, as well as a sign of east-to-west
migration. Despite the small amount of Ukrai-
nian finds (as well as their accidental nature),
each of them represents a different type. East-
ern analogies of these items belong to quite a
wide chronological range — from the 13" to
the S™ centuries BC in some cases. This coexis-
tence of forms may suggest two things: their
widespread use across eastern Eurasian steppe
societies, and that the knife may have been a
multifunctional tool within those cultures.
The analogies to Ukrainian items are found
across a vast territory: in China, Anan’ino and
Dandybai-Begazi cultural areas. In the first
case, such knives mark the incursions of peo-
ples of the Karasuk culture. In two others —
suggest the involvemet of the Anan’ino and
Dandybai-Begazi societies in these incursions.

The fact that one of the knives is partially
made of iron allows us to speak of a symbiosis
between local tradition and foreign technolo-
gy. The raw material was also local, as evidenced
by the fact that the analogous items from east-
ern Eurasia are made exclusively of bronze, as
the use of iron there began much later.

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This article presents finds of Early Iron Age ceramics from the rescue excavations at Voloshkove-6
(Horby), located on the Middle Dnister. Particular attention is paid to the ornamentation of ceram-
ics, which is a key chronological indicator of this period. The majority of kitchen and tableware ce-
ramics are identified as belonging to the Chornolissia culture (9* century BC) and the Zhabotyn stage
(8" century BC). A number of imports from the cultures of the Carpathian-Podunavian region is also
considered. General conclusions about the site are presented.

The most common types of ornamentation on kitchen pots are through-punctures, rolled appli-
qués, and various types of plastic decorations: protrusions and bulges. The ornamentation of bowls
consists of various types of nozzles on the “rim of the bowl” and double or triple stickers. The geomet-
ric ornamentation, consisting of small stamps, stands apart. The site also contains cult vessels — lad-
less with pointed bases. They are decorated with various types of geometric ornaments, the main ones
being the “ladder” and “triangle” motifs.

A significant number of imports from the Basarabi, Babadag, Insula-Banului (?), and Kozia-Saha-
rna cultures were found as well. These cultures are located in the Carpathian-Danube region and the
Northern Balkans. The finds include fragments of well-made tableware, almost always decorated with
“pseudo-lace” ornaments. This tableware was introduced through active trade and exchange networks
and was quite valuable to the local population of that time.

Our study emphasizes the significance of Voloshkove-6 as one of the few investigated sites of the
Final Bronze Age — Early Iron Age in the region. In the future, there are plans to introduce the site’s
materials into wider scientific circulation.

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The article analyses the historiography and research history of Greek imported ceramics from set-
tlements and hillforts of the Middle Dnipro region. It is determined that the initial stage of studying
such contacts was based primarily on the investigation of pre-colonial contacts. Researchers attempt-
ed to investigate the processes of Greek colonisation. Subsequently, efforts were made to determine
the onset of colonization and to characterise pre-colonial interactions. This first period ended with
the publication of N. Onayko’s synthesizing works. The researcher’s contribution and conceptual
framework are analysed. The key works of the second half of the 20 century are outlined, and their
contribution to the disclosure of the topic under study is indicated. In particular, the stage after the
publication of N. Onayko’s works can be called the stage of accumulation of new material. Research-
ers worked with early Scythian sites, accumulating new materials. For example, S. Bessonova and
S. Skoryi emphasise the importance of the Motronynske sites, providing a complete list of early Greek
imports and drawing important conclusions about the earliest phase of Greek-Barbarian relations.
The article also mentions the painted oinochoi described in the work by Y. Boltryk and O. Fialko
“The Scythian Attack on the Trakhtemyrivske sites”. The authors highlight the significance and
uniqueness of this vessel in the context of the Greek-Barbarian trade. It is emphasised that the early
stage of Greek-Barbarian relations, namely the 7"-6" centuries BC, was limited in scale and some-
what chaotic, trade was conducted exclusively in expensive goods, and craft production had not yet
become widespread. Importantly, there is no comprehensive modern catalogue of all known finds of
ancient ceramic imports at the sites of this region.
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The article is dedicated to the mysterious resemblance between bronze warrior figurines (the
bronzetti) from the island of Sardinia and Ukrainian finds from the Late Bronze Age. The explanation
of this phenomenon is provided within the context of the participation of inhabitants of southern
Ukraine in the “Sea Peoples” activity in the Eastern Mediterranean, as well as trade contacts between
the regions.

I began using the bronzetti from the island of Sardinia in my initial works on the relations between
the inhabitants of the North Pontic region and the “Sea Peoples” of the Eastern Mediterranean. The
analogy was viewed skeptically for a large duration of time, along with the very concept of people of
Noua-Sabatynivka participating in the incursions to the Eastern Mediterranean. The situation
changed drastically after the discovery of bronze warrior figurines near the Luzhany village in the
Chernivtsi region and the city of Odesa. Said figurines are similar to the bronzetti, which come from
the island of Sardinia.

As I have written before, the peculiar connection between Sardinia and North-Western Pontic
region is most likely the result of the small group of “Sea Peoples” migrating to this island after being
dismissed from a paid service in the Egyptian army during the Libyan war of Ramesses III. They are
the ones who brought to the island the tradition of the bronzetti, bearing details of weaponry common
among the southern Ukrainian cultures of Late Bronze Age. The Levantine tradition of bronze
miniatures could have come to southern Ukraine as early as second millennia BC due to trade
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connections. Within the Noua-Sabatynivka culture, this tradition was adapted, and brought to the
Mediterranean during the “Sea Peoples” incursion. In my opinion, such an anabasis of this group of
people from southern Ukraine is worthy of further study.

Keywords: bronzetti, Sea Peoples, Buh trade route, Noua culture, Sabatynivka culture, island of

Sardinia, Bronze Age of Ukraine.

In my initial works, dedicated to the rela-
tions between the inhabitants of the North
Pontic region and the “Sea Peoples” of East-
ern Mediterranean region, I began using the
bronze warrior figurines (the bronzetti) from
the island of Sardinia as illustrative material
(Klochko 1990, 1993, 2001, 2006). For a long
period of time my colleagues had been skepti-
cal about such analogies, as well as the very
idea of people of Noua-Sabatynivka culture
participating in the raids of inhabitants of
Central Europe to the Eastern Mediterranean
region. The situation changed drastically af-
ter the discovery of the warrior figurine
(which is similar to the Sardinian bronzetti)
near the Luzhany village of Kitsman district
of Chernivtsi region (Ilkiv 2007, pp. 244-
259; Bandrivskyi 2014, pp. 141-142; Otrosh-
chenko 2018).

The figurine from Luzhany depicts the
warrior wearing a helmet and armed with a
round shield with a geometrically ornament-
ed umbo in the left hand and short sword
with a broad, leaf-shaped blade in the right
(Fig. 1, 4). The similarities between this figu-
rine and some of the Sardinian bronzetti
(Thimme 1983, Fig. 7; Gonzalez 2012) are
peculiar — especially the forms of helmets,
shields, and swords (Fig. 1, 7-3). They, in

turn, are similar to the weapons of the Noua-

Sabatynivka culture of North-Western Pontic
and Carpathian regions. For example, the
shield and sword from the Borysivka grave in
the Odesa region (Klochko 2001, Fig. 88, 6, 8;
Klochko 2006, Fig. 81, 6, 8) and the swords
from Ingulets (Klochko 2001, Fig. 85, 6;
Klochko 2006, Fig. 80, 6), Kherson 2017
(Klochko 2023, Fig. 4, 1) and Chudlov (Ko-
bal’ 1997-1998, Tafel I: 1-3) hoards (Fig. 1,
5-9).

The circle of such analogies can be broad-
ened. For instance, on the left arm of the ar-
cher from Sardinia (Thimme 1983, Nr. 19)
(Fig. 2) we see a Carpathian-type armband,
and behind the back, near the quiver with ar-
rows — a Carpathian-type sword — both items
are similar to the finds from Chudlov hoard
in Carpathian region (Kobal’ 1997-1998,
Tafel I: 1-3; I1, 4). The bronze axe-celt with
two eyeholes, found on the island of Sardinia
(Thimme 1983, Nr. 72) (Fig. 4, 1) is typical
for the cultures of Late Bronze Age in Central
and Eastern Ukraine. The axe-celt from
Kharkiv region (found 10.02.2019) may serve
as one such example (Fig. 4, 2).

During construction work in Odesa in
2021, a bronze figurine of the archer in a
horned helmet was found 40 cm under-
ground (Fig. 3, ). To some extent it resembles
the bronzetti from the island of Sardinia

(Thimme 1983, Fig. 32) (Fig. 3, Z). This new
find shows that the Luzhany item is not
unique to Ukrainian territory.

I have written before that such strange
connection between Sardinia and North-
Western Pontic region could have been the
result of migration of the small group of “Sea
Peoples” to the island after serving as merce-
naries in the Egyptian army during the Libyan
war of the pharaoh Ramesses III (Klochko
2001, p. 283; Klochko 2006, p. 250). They
are the ones who brought to the island the
tradition of bronze miniature sculptures,
which are generally native to the Eastern
Mediterranean (Gonzalez 2012), although
with a Ukrainian “flavor”. It includes weap-
ons that were common among the cultures of
the Late Bronze Age, in the south of Ukraine.
I believe that such an impressive anabasis mer-
its further research and recognition.

It is important to ask when and how did
the Noua-Sabatynivka culture adopt the war-
rior cult tradition, which appeared in the form
of bronze figurines, cast using the lost-wax
method. My hypothesis about the Buh amber
trade route may offer the answer. This trade
route connected Ukraine with the Eastern
Mediterranean as early as the Middle Bronze
Age, when the bronze warrior figurines from
the Levant region had appeared in Eastern Eu-
rope (Klochko 2007). The bronze warrior fig-
urine from Sernai near Klaipéda in Lithuania
(Dabrowski 1968, Taf. XXII) resembles the
figurines from the hoard found in the Temple
of the Obelisks in Byblos, Syria (Miiller-Karpe
1974, Tat. 260-262) (Fig. 4, 1-2). These figu-
rines are the crude copies of the images of ei-
ther an Egyptian god or a pharaoh, for exam-
ple from the temple in Kamed El Laouz, Leba-
non (Miller-Karpe 1980, Taf. 153.3) (Fig. 4,
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1

3). The Baltic-type amber (succinite) was
found in the Temple of the Obelisks, which
demonstrates the significance of these finds as
evidence of trade relations between Eastern
Europe and the Eastern Mediterranean. The
Temple of the Obelisks in Byblos is dated ac-
cording to the Egyptian items with the names
of the pharaohs of Twelfth Dynasty — Amen-
emhat I, Amenemhat II, and Senusret I who
ruled from 2000 to 1785 BCE (Miller-Karpe
1980, p. 845). Therefore, the Buh trading
route, which I initially noted in the context of
the Hordiivka gravefiled from the Late Bronze
Age (Trostyanets district of the Vinnytsia re-
gion) (Klochko 2011) had already existed at
the beginning of the second millennium BCE,

at the times when the Noua-Sabatynivka cul-
tural circle was forming, which passed through
its territory. Within these cultures the Medi-
terranean cultural and technological tradi-
tions had most likely been adapted to the in-
digenous warrior cult. This is represented in
the depictions of locally-styled weapons on
the figurines.

Therefore, the “bronzetti” from Ukraine
and Sardinia can serve as the iconographic
sources for studying weapons and armor of
the peoples of southern Ukraine during the
Late Bronze Age. In addition, the Ukrainian
history gains further evidence of cultural and
trading contacts between the ancient peoples
of Ukraine and the Eastern Mediterranean.

CORRELATIONS BETWEEN WEAPON
PLACEMENT IN BURIALS OF THE DONETSK-DON
CATACOMB CULTURE AND ICONOGRAPHIC
SOURCES OF THE BRONZE AGE

The burials of the Catacomb cultural circle stand out from those of other Bronze Age cultures
due to the “richness” of their grave goods. This reflects stable and complex beliefs about the afterlife.
However, the significance of the spatial placement of these items remains unclear, as clear patterns are
difficult to identify. Weapons are a rare component of grave inventories, suggesting that their place-
ment followed specific customs.

Bronze Age anthropomorphic stelae serve as a unique and valuable source for understanding an-
cient societies, underscoring the relevance of this study. This article explores the spatial correlation
between depictions of weapons on anthropomorphic stelae and their occurrence in the burials of the
Donetsk-Don variant of the Catacomb culture. The aim is to assess the significance of weapon place-
ment in funerary practices.

Given that anthropomorphic stelae are generally interpreted as representations of living individu-
als, and that a correlation has been identified between the positioning of weapons on stelae and in
graves, it can be inferred that weapons were usually placed where they were worn or used in life. Par-
ticular attention is paid to depictions of weapons in “atypical” positions on the stelae, especially in a
horizontal position at chest level, where practical use seems unlikely. These cases are primarily associ-
ated with valuable weapons, such as bows.

Interestingly, similar placements are found in burials, where bows are sometimes positioned hori-
zontally above the head. While the design of stelae does not permit depictions above the head, this
spatial symbolism could be fully realised in the ritual context of burial. Such cases may reflect a prac-
tice in which the bow, as a rare and valuable weapon, was offered to the gods as a votive gift from the
deceased warrior.
